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Joining mid-Ohio navhda:  
you first must join navhda international and once done, you will receive a membership 
number.  You will automatically receive the versatile hunting dog magazine.  Your 
membership number is reflected on the mailing label.  You may then join our chapter.  The 
forms for membership are on our website as are the directions.  You may contact any of the 
board members for instructions or help.  Mid-Ohio also provides a monthly newsletter and 
preference for test entries. 

 
Training days:  
 Mid-Ohio chapter meets the first Saturday of each month beginning in march and ending in 
October.   The fields used for both training and tests are at the dog training grounds in 
Delaware, ohio off of rt. 229 (see two-fold handler’s brochure on mid-Ohio’s website for 
specific directions).  
 
Preparation: 
Bird order: the week of the training day an email notice will be send out for your bird 
order.  It needs to be received by our ‘bird man’ by the Wednesday before training day.  Our 
‘bird man’ will also provide a phone number for you to call in a bird order.  It is best to have 
it in an email for your and our record of what is ordered.  Bird orders may include 
pheasants, chukar, quail, and/or duck.  Some birds may or may not be available due to 
availability.  Prices may vary.  Checks or cash are due upon picking up birds.  Bring your own 
crates for birds. 
For your dog(s): bring water and what may be your usual preparation for your working 
dog…this may include tie-outs, leads, kennels, bowls,  food/energy treats, first aid items... 
For you: bring water and appropriate clothing/footwear for field and/or water.  There is 
‘cover’, but no ‘facilities’. Bring bird crates and/or bird bags for your ordered birds.  
Please make sure you are able to control your dog.  This is a good socialization time for 
him/her, but attitude and control is an important safety precaution for all in attendance. 
 
Schedule: 
Our training days start promptly at 8am with a brief meeting to then be followed with a 
“training tip of the month” by our training director.   You then are on your own for training 
or if you need help, identify yourself, and someone will be able to guide you as a handler 
and training your dog. Many in our chapter are accomplished trainers and handlers. 
 
Test days: 
Specific day(s) for tests and whether the tests will include all levels of testing (Natural 
ability, utility preparation, utility) is determined during the year, but are usually the last 
weekend of April and the second weekend in October.  Mock tests are held the training day 
before tests.  Forms for tests are on our website.  Contact test secretary for specifics.  
Our chapter’s tests are successful with the donation of food for the lunches by our 
membership and successful with the donation of time to perform various tasks such as bird 
planters, gunner, field marshal, lunch coordinator…  Updated Lists for donation of time 
and food items are communicated well before and up to the test days.   
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
